This large Campbell was made in1908. It was used at Shad Thames pumping
station, London where it drove a water pump to empty storm drainage water into
the Thames.

For many years it was the first engine you saw as you drove into the museum car
park.

Over the winter season 2007 the car
park had a make-over to make room
for the parts of the single-cylinder
Doxford engine that was to arrive from
South Shields. One of the first things
that had to be moved was the
Campbell engine. This photo was
taken in February 2007 prior to its
move.

Once started the dismantling was done very quickly. The following photos were
all taken in February.




The pieces were now ready to be moved outside the perimeter fence as a gate
guardian. To put the engine where we wanted it meant the perimeter fence had to
be altered to make room for the engine.

One of the Friends of the museum Andy McCarthy offered to help transport the
engine to its new home so brought a low loader to the museum early March 2007
to help. (NB Andy is also the generous benefactor who helps us keep the price of
the coach trip from Astle Park at a reduced price.) Andy can be seen in the first
picture inspecting the load on the low loader.






The Campbell has been in this new location since March 2007,



During April 2008 the volunteers decided to give the Campbell a much needed lick
of paint. They decided to restore it to the original green colour. It had acquired its
grey colour in 2000 at the museum.
