Then there was a change of plan ..... it was decided to re rig the chains to make sure
the flywheel end of the engine would not cause an uneven lift.

Everyone back to work while the engine was re-rigged.






After about an hours worth of work and checks we were ready to try again. A photographer
from the local paper had turned up and can be seen in his green T-shirt poised ready for a

dramatic shot of the engine being raised high up in the air, waiting for a silhouette against
the clear blue sky.

Even though we had explained it was only moving fifteen feet or so to the right | think
his desire for an artistic shot overtook the practicalities of the move.

We have lift off



With precision and skill the engine was
gently lifted over the new bed plates.

After a lot of detailed preparation and
planning the crew managed the actual
move in a couple of minutes. The
engine was gently lowered down onto
the waiting frame.

We found out that the engine didn’t
weigh as much as we thought.
Without the flywheel the body weighs
around 50 ton.






Geoff is relieved that the double-double checking
of the bolt holes proved to be spot on.

After uncoupling the chains the crew was ready to move the Mirrlees engine that had
stood beside the Ruston. They made the whole thing look easy, what
professionalism.



The Mirrlees engine can be seen the other side of the now empty red frame that the
Ruston had been stood on.

Thanks to the advice of our ex-Mirrlees volunteers the way to move this engine was
well known and very straightforward. They inserted long metal bars through the
engine body and attached the slings to this. The job was over in minutes.






The picture shows the Mirrlees to the right of the shed and the Ruston (now looking
a lot less prominent) nestled on its bed at the front of the shed.

All the heavy lifting done it was time for the
crane crew to pack up and set off back to the
depot. The weights and chains were reloaded
onto the vehicle, crane tucked back into
horizontal position and off they set down
through Poynton.

Our sincere thanks go to Ainscough for their
help in making this project a reality. As well as
doing a necessary move they provided us with
a great spectacle watching the engine being
moved. It is always rewarding to watch
professionals at work and with all that heavy
machinery around we were all fascinated.

It only left us to sheet the engines back up and
then clear away the remains in the car park.

We have now regained a lot of space in the car park.

We
hope it will be able to pursue this through to running condition but a lot will depend
on what we find as our work continues.

In time the area where the engine now stands will have a building over it but that is in
our longer term plans when resources and money permit.
