
Last few weeks to see the Textiles Exhibition  

The “Textile Trades of Poynton” 

Exhibition being held at the Anson Engine 

Museum has only a few more weekends 

to run.  It tells the stories of the textile 

trades that were connected with the 

village, from the intricate pictures made at 

the Silk Mill (see examples right) to the 

Girl Guide uniforms made by Bukta.   

 

This garment manufacturing company was founded in Poynton in 1892 by Edward Robinson 

Buck.  He was a personal friend of Lord Baden Powell and when the Scout and Guide 

movements were founded he won the contract to produce the uniforms.  Bukta no longer 

have a factory in Poynton and are now much more famous for producing sportswear.  To 

supplement the Bukta story the museum has on display a 1930s Brownie uniform, Scout and 

Cub uniforms c1960s and Brownie and Guide uniforms from the 1970s.   

   

Roy Dudley, Trustee at the museum and local history expert, said “the uniforms have proved 

to be very popular with visitors and have brought back memories.  It is surprising how many 

people say “I had a uniform just like that”.” 

The Exhibition supports the Textile Festival of the Three Shires which runs from 4th – 19th 

July.  The museum display has run since Easter and is due to finish at the end of July when it 

will be replaced by an exhibition on the Collieries. 



Also due to finish at the end 

of July is the story of St 

George’s Church from 1859 

- 2009.  Several interpretive 

boards (see left) tell the 

history of the church with 

photographs showing it’s 

development over the 

years.  Currently these 

boards are on display in the 

Local History area of the 

museum but will be 

removed to make way for 

the Collieries Exhibition. 

As well as the exhibitions mentioned here visitors will be able to enjoy the impressive 

collection of over 200 engines at the award winning museum, many of these are restored to 

their original working condition.  Also on display is the giant topographical model of Poynton 

as it was c1900, built by our volunteers.  (some of the detail on the photos below) 

 

 

The Textiles Exhibition is open every Friday, Saturday and Sunday 10:00 – 17:00 until 31 

July, but the museum remains open until the 25th October.  There is no additional charge for 

the Exhibition, normal museum entry fees apply.  Adults £5.00, Children under 14 £2.50, 

Children under 5 free, Family ticket (2 adults + 2 children) £13.00.
